Permission Letter
Dear Parents, 
We are very fortunate, thanks to the work of the Friends of Wrenbury School, to have an Adventure Trail and other play equipment for the children to use during the school day. Although the children are aware that these must be used sensibly and safely (and under supervision), accidents can always happen and we ask for you acknowledgement of this.
During your child’s time at Wrenbury Primary School there may be occasion when they have to leave the school premises and walk into the village. For example, visits to the church or St Margaret’s Hall. 
Photographs and videos of children are sometimes taken in school, by staff or press, to celebrate a particular event, record an achievement or to publicize the work of the school. These images may be used for classroom displays, school publications, newspaper articles or the school website. 

Cheshire East Council has circulated guidelines regarding the use of such images, to conform with the requirements of the Data Protection Act 1998, and we therefore need to seek explicit permission to take photographs or videos of children (for any purpose) if they are clearly recognizable in the photograph. 
Children, as part of the curriculum, may be involved in activities where use of the internet is required. Although monitored and regulated by Cheshire East Council we also supervise the children’s access to the network. We ask for your acknowledgement that they may  be involved in use of the internet during the school day. 
We are asking all parents to sign and date the attached form, and return it to school by as soon as possible in order to acknowledge and give permission for the above.  Permission, if granted, is valid for the duration of the school year, although you may of course contact the school and withdraw permission at any time if you change your mind.

If the form is not signed & returned, we cannot take photographs of your child for any purpose. Your child will not be given access to the play equipment, nor will they accompany the school on visits to the village for rehearsals or otherwise and access to the internet will be limited.
